Vermont Licensure Portfolio

All candidates for licensure in the state of Vermont must submit and pass the Vermont
Licensure Portfolio (VLP) as a condition for degree program completion and
recommendation for licensure. Through the VLP, candidates demonstrate their
progression of learning by addressing their knowledge and skill related to three
constructs: 1) learner development and learning environments, 2) content knowledge
and instructional practice, and 3) professional responsibility. These three areas contain
10 subcomponents known as the INTASC standards.
